· With the widow at Zarephath; v7-16
· She looked at the Natural, not the Supernatural
· When she Obeyed, she received the Miracle
· When we falter in Fear, we not only miss out on the Immediate blessing but also on the Possibilities
B.	He had Faith to Stand for God in the face of great Opposition; ch 18
· A hostile, agitated King; v16-20
· A crazed mob of Prophets; v22-29
· A fickle, spiritually dead Nation; v21
· You will face great Opposition in life
· How will you handle it? Deny your Lord? Be Silent? Stand Strong?
· God’s Power is available to you; ask Him to give you Courage and Boldness
C.	He had Faith to Come Back after great Discouragement; ch 19
· Have you ever had a time when you Stumbled spiritually?
· You became Depressed and felt Defeated
· The Case: He took a Big Tumble; v1-5
· The Cause: Exhaustion; v5-8
· The Cure: He needed a divine Prescription
· Physical: Rest and Restoration
· Emotional: He needed to see he was not Alone; v18
He needed to get to Work, renew his Purpose; v15-16
· Spiritual: He needed to see the Glory of an awesome God
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
