Esther 4:1-14
Faith is obeying God in spite of Feelings, Circumstances or Consequences.
Walk by Faith, not by Sight!
A.	She had Faith to remain Humble despite great Advancement
· There was a potential Pride Problem in the making
· But she had a Tender and Kind heart
· She had a Humble heart
· She had a Submissive heart
· Esther’s Humility is in stunning contrast to Haman’s Pride and Arrogance
· Mankind is infected by Self
· Haman’s pride blinded him to the Good he could have done
B.	She had Faith to Risk her life in order to Save others
· It would have been easy for her to stay in her Comfort Zone
· That did not fit with Mordecai’s Godly Perspective
· God put you in this Strategic place just for this Purpose
· It’s not about Protection but about Position
· Are you willing to Step out of the Boat?
C.	She had Faith to trust God to Direct events in her Life and those she Loved
· The book of Esther is a Unique book
· It is the only book in the Bible with No mention of God
· Yet the book includes two great Themes
· The Sovereignty and Providence of God
· The Judgment of the Wicked
· Timeless truths for us to remember
· God is in Control
· We must be willing to Act; take a Risk
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
