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Leah: Rejection to Redemption!
Genesis 29:16-35
A.	Performance will not earn Love.
· Leah tries without success to Earn her husband’s love.
· Love that is Dependent only on what we do, have to offer, or how we make the other person feel, is Not love.
· People you want love from may never give it to you, but there is One who will – Jesus. His love is an unearned Gift.
B.	Praise will change your Life.
· When Leah gives birth to her fourth son, she Chooses to praise the Lord, and it Changes her. She names her son Judah, which means Praise.
· Praising God Shifts your Focus from your pain to the One who deeply loves you, chooses you, sees and hears you.
C.	Promise says there is More!
1. When Leah comes to the place where she chooses to Praise the Lord, she ends up with a Judah in her life – a son whose name reminds her every day of the Goodness of God to her and to praise Him.
1. Unknown by Leah, Jacob Accepts and Honors her as his wife by burying her in the family tomb.
1. Leah didn’t know it or see it in her lifetime, but her life is the Covenant story. She carried the promise of God, as her son Judah is in the genealogy of Jesus.
1. God grows Lasting Legacy more through adversity and hard times than comfortable ones.
1. God’s promises are Most evident in the hidden places, painful processes, and quiet obedience even when it’s hard.
1. God does not waste pain. He Redeems it all.
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
